Some notes from the last Collingwood Safety Working Group meeting Feb/2010
The OOH expressed it’s sincere thanks to the Planet Shakers and GVI for their help in removing the Graffiti from the 253 Hoddle street tower and for the garden upgrade at the front of the building and also for fixing up the cricket nets in the Harmsworth street park 
Graffiti has been a problem on the Collingwood estate for some time so we would like to remind all residents they can report graffiti and request it’s removal by contacting the maintenance call centre on 131172. 
There are some restrictions as to the size and amount of graffiti in which they can remove but you will be advised when you contact them. If they advise you they are unable to authorize removal please contact your local Housing office 94175144 and report it.

Further to graffiti removal residents will soon be able to access graffiti removal kit’s as well, again there are conditions and a small amount of training will be required before residents can be issue these kit’s.

(DO NOT KNOCK IF YOU’RE A DOOR TO DOOR SALES PERSON) stickers are now available for residents from the Collingwood Community Information Centre 74 Vere street Collingwood.
It has been reported that over the last couple of months there have been house Insulations sales people on the estate trying to give quotes and gain access to you residence for the free government home insulation.

They are not authorized to do such work so please do not let them in your home. 
Please be careful and be safe before you allow any sales or marketing people into your premises. 

Stage 3 of the security upgrade over the walkup properties on the Collingwood estate was eagerly discussed, most residents have been waiting for the front foyer and stairwell doors to be locked with door bells being installed for residents on the 1st and 2nd floors. The OOH have advised they still require a further trial to be undertaken and will give us further information at the next CSWG meeting on this issue.
On Tuesday 23 February 2010 Magistrate Fanning visiting our estate and gave a very interesting and informative talk on sentencing at the Harmsworth Hall, it is hoped that we can encourage more prominent people to our estate in the near future and to conduct information sessions for all.  
The Police Commissioner Simmon Overland has confirmed he will be attending the CSWG meeting scheduled for June, we will advise you again prior to his visit.
The Police Department has reported that overall crime, arrests and drug use on the estate is down however the rate of cars being broken into or damaged is up, so please don’t leave any valuables in your cars.
The OOH has advised again the rear doors of 253 Hoddle street are due to be closed off and remain closed until the foyer upgrade happens, at this stage it was indicated the Foyer upgrade will commence 2011-2012 but this has not been confirmed at this stage.
